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APPOINTMENT:

Kim Nathan, Healthy Tusc Task Force Chair, updated Commissioners on the task force. Ms. Nathan
explained in late summer Healthy Tusc applied for an Ohio Healthy Communities Award. There were 18
communities throughout the state that received this award. Tuscarawas County was the only county
recognized. She presented the Commissioners with a banner of recognition for this award. The award was
for promoting good health for the residents of Tuscarawas County. Such efforts included developing
trails, promoting access to nutritious foods, and completion of a comprehensive collaborative Community
Health Needs Assessment. The assessment is now completed and the task force will be moving into the
next phase CHIP Community Health Improvement Process. Ms. Nathan explained the collaborative effort
of Union Hospital, Trinity Twin City Hospital along with Tuscarawas County Health Department were
required as a not for profit status to complete the Community Health Needs Assessment. In the past it
was done individually, but this assessment was done collaboratively. Commissioner Abbuhl requested
Ms. Nathan to explain how the transition to a collaborative effort happened. Ms. Nathan explained it
made sense since all agencies were working on gathering the same data and an exorbitant amount of
money was being spent to accomplish the same thing. Commissioner Abbuhl explained the Community
Needs Health Assessment found the needs in the community and now those agencies can address those
needs in one way or another. Commissioner Metzger asked if the same agencies that participated in the
strategic plan would be participating in the CHIP program to address the issues found in the assessment.
Ms. Nathan stated almost everyone to this point who did the assessment has moved into CHIP process.
Commissioner Metzger mentioned the adolescent assessment was vital in moving forward with the
marijuana issue. Commissioner Abbuhl asked Jane Clay, Park Coordinator, to explain how the trail
department works into the healthy needs of the Tuscarawas County. Ms. Clay explained the Park
Department had partnered with Healthy Tusc on several projects. This year the Park Department added a
bicycle rack to the Canal Lands Park. Ms. Clay said over the years the Park Department and Healthy Tusc
share a common mission to provide trail and green space for outdoor activities. Ms. Nathan thanked the
Commissioners for their support.
